Make a Roman Crepundia

A crepundia was a necklace worn around the neck of a Roman baby.  This necklace had two purposes:  

1. it served as a “rattle” to keep the baby amused and occupied.

2. it was a “identification” card for the baby.

Make your own crepundia.  Gather things from your house that can be put on a string and would “jingle” together to make noise.

Some ideas are buttons, old keys, beads, and old jewelry (earrings, rings, etc.)  Also, try to find something that belongs to your family that would serve as identification.  (Get your parents’ permission first.)

Put them on a string and tie the ends together.  You may want to double the string for the necklace will be stronger.
